We have a group of children who can react seriously to various foods. PEANUTS and TREE NUTS are two such foods.
Severe allergies present a considerable challenge to schools, children and families. Symptoms can cause significant
health problems for allergic students.

We encourage parents to monitor the food that is placed in your child’s lunchbox. We would appreciate you not
including those items if at all possible.

WHOOPING COUGH

Auckland Regional Public Health Service expects a spike in whooping cough cases to continue, after 28 schools in
Auckland were affected late last term. Whooping cough is a highly infectious disease and can cause serious illness for
young children. e Vaccination is free and offers the best protection against this disease - please check with your
doctor if you are unsure of your child’s vaccination history. ¢ If your child has symptoms of whooping cough, please
keep them at home away from school. They should be seen by a GP. ® Whooping cough starts like a cold with a
runny nose, cough and fever and is spread by coughing. After 7-10 days, the cough becomes more severe and
prolonged coughing spasms occur that may end with a whoop, dry retching or vomiting. ¢ Students with suspected
whooping cough are excluded from school and this is disruptive to their learning and often parents’ work schedules.
¢ If you are pregnant, protect yourself and your baby - see your GP for a free vaccination in your third trimester of
every pregnancy (28-38 weeks). Protect new babies by immunising on time at 6 weeks, 3 months and 5 months.
